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I regard myself as a lucky person because I could represent Hungary with my work
"Multiculturalism in the European Union" in Strasbourg. I travelled to Paris and was
transferred to Strasbourg with Miklos Kornyei. We arrived in Strasbourg in the afternoon of
2nd July. Our accommodation/hostel was not too far from the centre of the town. The old
houses, the Cathedral, the river, the isle, and the bridges were magnificent. Our hostel was
very close to the European Parliament, to the Council of Europe and to the European Court of
Human Rights. In the late hours the scenery around the building of the Parliament was breath
taking. On the first day Miklos, the Dutch boys and I went by bike to the centre of the town.
In the evening, after dinner we had different types of games to get to know each other. It was
a little bit difficult to learn 32 names. During this evening we played a game to discover the
European Youth Centre. In the morning of the second day we kept on getting to know each
other. I liked this kind and way of the game very much. In the afternoon we discovered
Strasbourg on a boat tour. We saw the evocative, narrow streets and half-timbered houses of
the inner town. During the boat tour we had very good weather. On the other days the weather
was very changeable. After the boat tour we went to the Museum of Modern and
Contemporary Arts. We spent two hours there but I thought that a whole afternoon would
have been too short to see the whole collection. We had a guided visit in the Council of
Europe and also in the European Court of Human Rights. Next day our teamers divided us
into 4 groups to make a presentation about our works at the prize-giving ceremony. We were
the 4th group who made artworks for this competition. In our presentation we spoke about the
past, the present and the future. My work symbolizes the future of the EU. Our presentation

key sentence was as follows: Forgive the past, live for the future. The jury enjoyed all the 4



presentations very much — especially ours, because it was very spectacular. After the
presentations the jury gave us the prizes. Miklos and I also gave a gift (medals) in the name of
our National Committee tour patrons. We thanked for having the chance to spend a fantastic
week in Strasbourg. In the evening we had a European evening. We presented our
countries/pictures and photos /to each other and also by some typical home made food.
We, the Hungarians offered them biscuits — typical — made in GyOr, home made
gingerbread hearts and scones. The following days we were divided again into 4 groups
and worked on different themes.  Thursday evening  we had the second part of the
European evening. We gave little presents and showed interesting brochures to each other. I
recited a poem by Attila Jozsef in Hungarian language. The audience didn't understand
anything from the text but they enjoyed the performance. During the evening more people
asked me to translate the essence of the poem because they were very curious about it. I really
enjoyed this high-standard gathering. I made a lot of friend. Some of my new friends invited
me by e-mail to their country. I am deeply grateful to the Hungarian Committee and
organizers for the chance to participate in this gathering, make friends with students from

other countries, and collect fantastic experiences.

Multiculturalism in the European Union - introducing my art-work

In the Europe at School competition my task was to create a work that shows the
multiculturalism of the European Union. I invented a nest with 25 hatchlings and 2 eggs and
with the mother bird.

My work shows not only the multiculturalism of the European Union but also the unity of its
states. The flag of the European Union with the 12 stars and the nest symbolize perfection and
unity. The mother bird spreads her wings protectively over the 25 member states represented
by the birdies and the 2 eggs.

These two eggs symbolize Bulgaria and Romania, the two countries which expect to join the
EU in the near future. While forming the mother bird I applied a special technique which was
first used by the Hungarian tribes conquering the Carpathian Basin in the 9th century. This
special method means matting fleece into felt.

In the 9th century our forefathers made yurts, carpets, and quivers from felt. The basket like
the nest is woven from raffia. The birdies are made of clay. Being formed, the clay models are
baked in an oven. When they get cold the flags of the countries are painted on the wings of

the baked clay birdies. Finally the birds are fixed to the nest. While forming this object I



learnt a lot about the EU, the member states (for example their flags) and practiced arts and
crafts.
